Team Four examined Main Street from Sheridan Road to the Hospital District.  This segment of Main Street is one of the narrower portions of the street, averaging approximately 65-70 feet for the right-of-way width.
 
The design team felt that Main Street in general is over-engineered, with excessive lanes widths and under-utilized pavement.  Given that a three-lane cross-section (two drive lanes + left turn lanes at intersections) is as effective as a four-lane cross-section without left turn lanes, the three-lane concept was selected for this portion of Main Street.
 
The design team proposed establishing a flex right-of-way concept, with a median and left-turn lanes adapting to specific local conditions.  The recommended right-of-way cross section in this portion of Main Street would have a 12' landscaped median, two 12' drive lanes, two 3' bike lanes, and two 12' sidewalks.  Where a left turn is desired, the median would become a left turn lane.  This would occur only at intersections and priority mid-block entrances such as hospitals or similar safety facilities.  Right turns from Main Street into surface parking lots would be limited to one or two per block.  Surface parking lots would be screened with landscaping from Main Street.  Due to the lack of robust retail development, on-street parking would be eliminated.
 
This design will ensure an attractive and consistent street environment for Main Street, thereby increasing its desirability as a commercial corridor.
